It’s time to get down to the nitty gritty and that 
means paperwork!  If you could please 
endeavour to have your forms completed and 
forward them to me at the Bash Office ASAP.  
The forms are all located and can be 
downloaded from our website   
http://www.varietynsw.org.au/index.php?id=587.  
If you have trouble downloading, opening or 
printing the forms, please let me know.  
 
We have had a great response to Bashers 
contacting their local Club in relation to applying 
for a CDSE grant.  If you are interested in 
receiving funding via your local Club, the first 
step is to make contact with the Club and then 
give me a call and we’ll organise the application 
to be sent on your behalf.  If you have any 
questions, please don’t hesitate to contact me.  
 
Thank you to those people who have been 
sending in their cheques with the cheque details 
form provided in our December bulletin or have 
been writing the details of the donor on the back 
of the cheque. Keep up the great work! 
 
Craig Rudd, our finance guy, has advised that 
as we are a Charity with Deductible Gift 
Recipient (DGR) status we need the full name 
and address of donors in order to issue a tax 
deductible receipt.  This is best practice and 
most, if not all, other charities require the same 
information.  For a receipt to be printed and sent 
we require the name and address details of the 
donor/sponsor and not just a cheque account 
name. 
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BASH BUCKS 
 
I mentioned at the Pub Night last week about 
"Bash Bucks"  and we will be discussing that 
more in detail in this month's Bash Bulletin. Well 
here we are and the BBs are here to stay!  
 
We are going to implement the same bonus 
system as we did last year for them which was 
for every dollar you have put in – and we have 
banked - up to the end of March you will get an 
additional 40% to play with, then a sliding scale 
of 30% for April, 20% May and 10% June. Now 
to make that a little clearer, the money that’s in 
before March will get the 40%. The money that 
comes in during April gets a bonus of 30%. 
March and April aren’t added together to get 
you an additional 30%. Only the banked money 
for April and so on till the end. Here’s an 
example;

For fundraising trophies and final totals, only 
real dollars will count. So on the example above 
this car would win a Sheridan Trophy for raising 
in excess of $25,000 but it would not win a Half 
Cup for raising in excess of $33,000. Now is 
that as clear as mud to everyone? Call me if you 
have a problem with it. 
 
Bash Bucks will be counted up to our final 
ChequePoint Day in our Rozelle office on 
Sunday 3rd August. The Bash Bucks itself will 
be handed out at the start line on August 7th. 
Don’t panic! We will still accept cheques on the 
event and these will go towards your totals. 

 
TALKING ABOUT TROPHIES 
 
We have listened to many of you regarding 
money trophies and how they are awarded. We 
discussed your concerns and from now on there 
will be a new trophy added for teams raising 
money together and the figure for the new 
trophy will be $75,000 and over. 
 
The Variety ($17,000), the Sheridan ($25,000), 
the Half Cup ($33,000) and the Full Cup 
($66,000) will remain as single car fundraising 
trophies. 
 
So this makes it very important when you are 
filling in your ENTRANTS PROFILE forms 
whether you are entering as a TEAM or 
INDIVIDUAL entry. 
 
A team remember, is two or more cars that have 
same painted cars, dressed and/or are themed 
the same throughout the event. 
 
SERVICE CERTIFICATES 
 
If you are coming up to 5, 10, 15 or 20 years of 
Bashing this year, you need to let Jodie know in 
the office. It is up top you to inform us and if you 
don’t – and – on the night you don’t get your 
certificate, then don’t blame us!!!!!

Yes we know other copy 
events may have different rules, regulations, 
specifications etc, but if you are planning on 
joining us, the longest running and most 
successful charity fundraising motoring event, 
then you need to stick with ours. 
 
That means NO V6 Commodore motors in any 
of our pre June 1970 manufacture vehicles! I’m 
aware of someone preparing a car for our 
Newcastle event next May who thought this was 
OK, well it’s not. So get it right now and save 
yourself a lot of distress later.

The electronic version is 
to help you find things of need and interest a 
little quicker and for you to get this, the 
complete Bulletin for printing out.

BASH IDOL 
 
This year’s Bash Idol will be held at the Da Vinci 
Club in Wangaratta. An Italian club with an 
Italian theme for the night, so what about 
choosing some Italian songs to sing. I have two 
entries already in car 11 with Lavern and Shirley 
having something organised and Keith Stanshall 
planning an illusionist’s act. Look out Super!!!! 
 
GOODS IN KIND OR CONTRA 
 
Following are the existing rules on how “goods 
in kind” or “contra” works within the Bash 
system in relation to the entry fee and monies 
raised. No Bash Entrant/Team is to offer a 
school, person or individual organisation their 
product as a Bash “gift” and expect the Bash 
Office or Variety to agree to contra that 
product’s retail cost against their Bash entry.  
 
The Bash Office must approve in advance of the 
event the product(s) that the entrant wishes to 
be considered as contra towards their final 
figure. 
 
Then - and only then - if accepted - contra 
arrangements may be considered as counting 
towards funds raised if:  
 

A)  The first $8,500.00 is paid in real 
cash, i.e., you cannot contra your entry 
fees. 
 

B)  Contra dollars are only worth 50% 
of real dollars, i.e., if the Bash 
office accepts your offer of contra 
(and please don’t work on the 
presumption we will) you provide 
us with an invoice to the correct 
wholesale value and we will, on 
acceptance, put 50% of that 
invoice total to your car number. A 
receipt can be forwarded to the 
supplying company for the full, 
wholesale, value of the goods.  

 
C) Goods only not services. 

 
D) If you are entering as a team then 

before contra dollars are added to 
your total you must have paid in 
real dollars the $8,500 in the 
multiples of cars in your team, i.e., 
a two car team needs to have 
banked $17,000 before any contra 
dollars are added. 

 
E) For the supplier of a final night 

auction item, 50% of the 
knockdown price will be added to 
your following year’s entry fee 
once the minimum entry fee (for 
that new year) has been paid for in 
real cash i.e., the current entry fee 
of $8,500. 

 
F) If you purchase an item at a Bash 

function your purchase price, or 
any percentage, WILL NOT go 
towards your current or following 
year(s) entry fee. 

 
PURCHASING AUCTION ITEMS 
 
Before purchasing an item you think you may 
use as an auction/fundraising/raffle item 
yourself, at a later date, please always check 
there is no rider or restrictions on the item. 
Some companies do not allow for on selling of 
their gift/prize(s). 
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LOGOS AND WORDING ON PRINTED 
ARTICLES 
 

We are re-hashing some old news here but as 
we are seeing printed invitations and raffle 
tickets coming across our desks it’s time to re-
visit the rules of Variety with such articles. Virgin 
Bashers are signing on so we need to let them 
know and remind you about the rules of using 
the Variety logos etc. You can use the Bash 
logo (as seen on the front page of the Bulletin) 
with your fundraising literature but you 
CANNOT use Variety’s logo with the Heart and 
Hat. 
 

The Bash logo is available from the Bash Office 
and should be used in all fundraising 
promotions and on all printing and advertising 
material (raffle tickets included). It is imperative 
that your car number is the main feature of the 
title. Then, and only then, should you mention 
that Variety is the beneficiary of your particular 
fundraising activity. Here are some examples 
you can use;
