STEPHANIE ALEXANDER KITCHEN GARDEN FOUNDATION

During our recent Bash survey we were discussing Wish Lists with the Bourke Public School when
items for the Stephanie Alexander Kitchen Garden were discussed. We've never heard of this lady or
her foundation but once we knew a little bit more about it we said we’d help if we could.

The aim of the Kitchen Garden Program is pleasurable food education for young children. The
underlying belief is that by introducing this holistic approach we have a chance to positively influence
children’s food choices in ways that have not been tried before. The school has a high Aboriginal
enrolment with many of these children coming to school with out having breakfast and in some cases
dinner the night before so it is seen as a great step in the right direction to help these kids to grow up
understanding the value of having good meals provided for them or prepared by themselves.

A Kitchen Garden is created to provide edible, aromatic and beautiful resources for a kitchen. The
creation and care of a Kitchen Garden teaches children about the natural world, about its beauty and



how to care for it, how best to use the resources we have, and an appreciation for how easy it is to
bring joy and wellbeing into one’s life through growing, harvesting, preparing and sharing fresh,
seasonal produce.

In the Kitchen Garden Program children across Years 3 to 6 spend a minimum of 40 minutes per week
in an extensive vegetable garden that they have helped design and build, and which they maintain on
the school grounds according to organic gardening principles. They also spend one and a half hours
each week in a kitchen classroom preparing and sharing a variety of meals created from their produce.
The project employs two part-time specialist staff, a Garden Specialist and a Kitchen Specialist, to run
these sessions. The Program works best when the two specialist areas — the kitchen and the garden —
work in partnership with each other, so that these elements form a harmonious cycle.

In both the kitchen and the garden the children work together in small groups with the help of
volunteers. The finished dishes are arranged with pride and care on tables set with flowers from the
garden, and the shared meal is a time for students, helpers, teachers and specialists to enjoy each
other’'s company and conversation.

The students are encouraged to experience the pleasures of good food, and develop an appreciation
for the rituals and tastes of the tables that will last a lifetime.

There are two unique factors about the Kitchen Garden Program. The first is the intrinsic link between
the garden, the kitchen and the table. The emphasis is on learning about food and about eating it. No
part of the Program can exist without the other. The second factor is that the Program is embedded in
the curriculum. It is a compulsory part of the school's program for four years of a child's life.

Variety is not the promoter of the
event, you are. That's why you can’t use the Variety Hat ‘n Heart logo, for the same reason. You are
most welcome to use the Bash Diamond or the specific Bash logo and to get them just ring Brooke and
she’ll e-mail them out to you.

SCHOOL VISITS

If you are planning on running an existing activity or have a new idea for a school visit or would like to
donate something to a school during the Bash you should ring me first, run it past us and seek
approval. At no time, before this action, should any Basher speak to the schools direct. This will
alleviate any confusion that may arise from future visits. If in doubt, call me first.

A full list of schools will be available later this month after we get a few loose ends tidied up. The list will
include schools that are helping us out with meals but we won’t actually be visiting them.
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FLASHING LIGHTS

In my 20 years of Bashing one of the standard rules has been no red or blue flashing lights. In the
vehicle preparation document we send out to new entrants we stipulate, “Roof mounted Flashing
amber light with rear roof mounted, downward facing reversing amber light.” During and since this Bash
we have spoken to some of the entrants who did run these coloured lights. These lights are associated
with emergency vehicles and have been outlawed by the Bash. For this reason, police have previously
told Bash organisers they are not allowed on civilian cars. At a recent Bash Committee meeting it was
discussed at length and it was decided to go back to the original rule of allowing only the orange
flashing light. This is for safety and not car decoration. It was also decided that the green and all other
coloured lights have to go as well. They are not as strong in penetrating the heavy dust we at times go
through and we are concerned about this safety issue. At the end of the day we are Bash cars, not fire
trucks, police cars, RTA inspectors etc so they must go. We do not wish to attract unwanted attention to
ourselves and the Bash Committee. Thank you in advance for understanding these rules and your
removal of same.

BUILDING A NEW BASH CAR

As previously mentioned, we are delighted to hear some new Bash cars are being built for this year.
Before you go too far into the construction of your cars | urge you to read the Vehicle requirements
(PDF) on our website at http://www.varietynsw.org.au/media/docs/Bash_Vehicle Requirements.pdf.
These specifications are for all Variety Bash cars in Australia. Yes we know other copy events may
have different rules, regulations, specifications etc, but if you are planning on joining us, the longest
running and most successful charity fundraising motoring event, then you need to stick with ours.

GOODS IN KIND OR CONTRA

Following are the existing rules on how “goods in kind” or “contra” works within the Bash system in
relation to the entry fee and monies raised. No Bash Entrant/Team is to offer a school, person or
individual organisation their product as a Bash “gift” and expect the Bash Office or Variety to agree to
contra that product’s retail cost against their Bash entry.

The Bash Office must approve in advance of the event the product(s) that the entrant wishes to be
considered as contra towards their final figure.

Then - and only then - if accepted - contra arrangements may be considered as counting towards funds
raised if:

A) The first $8,500.00 is paid in real cash, i.e., you cannot contra your entry fees.

B) Contra dollars are only worth 50% of real dollars, i.e., if the Bash office accepts your offer
of contra (and please don’t work on the presumption we will) you provide us with an
invoice to the correct wholesale value and we will, on acceptance, put 50% of that invoice
total to your car number. A receipt can be forwarded to the supplying company for the full,
wholesale, value of the goods.
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C) Goods only not services.

D) If you are entering as a team then before contra dollars are added to your total you must
have paid in real dollars the $8,500 in the multiples of cars in your team, i.e., a two car
team needs to have banked $17,000 before any contra dollars are added.

E) For the supplier of a final night auction item, 50% of the knockdown price will be added to
your following year’s entry fee once the minimum entry fee (for that new year) has been
paid for in real cash i.e., the current entry fee of $8,500.

F) If you purchase an item at a Bash function your purchase price, or any percentage, WILL
NOT go towards your current or following year(s) entry fee.

LOGOS AND WORDING ON PRINTED ARTICLES

We are re-hashing some old news here but as we are seeing printed invitations and raffle tickets
coming across our desks it's time to re-visit the rules of Variety with such articles. Virgin Bashers are
signing on so we need to let them know and remind you about the rules of using the Variety logos etc.
You can use the Bash logo (as seen on the front page of the Bulletin) with your fundraising literature
but you CANNOT use Variety’s logo with the Heart and Hat.

The Bash logo is available from the Bash Office and should be used in all fundraising promotions and
on all printing and advertising material (raffle tickets included). It is imperative that your car number is
the main feature of the title. Then, and only then, should you mention that Variety is the beneficiary of
your particular fundraising activity. Here are some examples you can use;
